Guidelines to Contributors

The Korean Journal of Music Therapy (KJMT) is an official journal with the
Online ISSN 2671-6070.

The Korean Journal of Music Therapy (KJMT) serves as a repository for original
ideas, discoveries, clinical documentation, and ongoing research in the field of music
therapy. Its mission is to promote the profession of music therapy and the process of
critical inquiry to which the profession is committed. Its goal is to maintain a central
focus on research and scholarship to serve as a model for our members, students, and
those in other professions.

It is published two times a year, with the deadline for publication two months
before the date of publication. When submitting an article, contributors should adhere
to KIMT guidelines.

The date of publication: April 25", October 25" every year
The deadline for publication: February 1%, August 1% every year

Ethics

All authors must not submit a manuscript published in whole or in substantial part
from another journal or published work. Exceptions may be made for previous publication
(a) in a periodical with limited circulation or availability (e.g., a government agency
report) or (b) in a summarized form (e.g., a convention’s proceedings). In either case, an
author must inform the editor of any previous publication.

Manuscript Preparation

Contributors of experimental or descriptive research articles should adhere to the
style outlined in the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association
(http://apastyle.apa.org/). Those preparing articles in a historical, philosophical, or
qualitative format may prefer the Chicago/Turabian Manual of Style, which is also
accepted.

All articles should have an abstract of 150-200 words and should be submitted as
2 paper copies of the complete manuscript with the author’s name and affiliation
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appearing on a separate page. All identifying personal data should be omitted from the
submitted articles in order to assure anonymity during review. Manuscripts will be
acknowledged upon reception by the Editor and will not be returned.

Journal Content

KIMT publishes only the very best of what is submitted and includes articles
concerning the psychology of music, applied music therapy techniques of all types,
perception of music, and effects of music on human behavior. All papers for
publication are selected on the basis of their quality and contribution to the music
therapy communit.

Editorial Review Process

The KIMT is a fully refereed journal; reviewers evaluate all articles without the
express knowledge of the author’s identity or professional affiliation. Associate editors
and editorial committee members are selected by the editor and confirmed by the
executive board of the Korean Music Therapy Association. These editors are chosen to
represent the broad ranges of research, clinical, and academic practices in music
therapy. An attempt is also made to include clinicians and academicians from diverse
backgrounds, training, and philosophical perspectives. In some cases, persons from
other professions are selected due to their particular expertise in areas related to music
therapy.

Each reviewer reads the manuscript and recommends publishing it withor without
revision, reviewing it after revision, or rejecting it. The editor compiles the responses
of the editorial committee, makes a decision about publication, and relays this decision
to the author.

Once an article or its revision is accepted for publication, the editor and editorial
assistant must prepare it for publication by making minor changes in adherence to
KIMT stylistic policies.
